2016 is going to be an exciting year here in
McKinleyville. The McKinleyville Community Services District
Board of Directors and staff are proud of the work they
do to provide McKinleyville with safe and reliable water,
wastewater, streetlights, open space, parks and recreation,
and library services in an environmentally and fiscally
responsible manner.

As the new Board President, | would like to spend some
time letting you know about the projects we are working
on this year. The District is supervising construction of a new
sewer plant and a new teen center. MCSD Board and Staff
are actively investigating the possible construction of a
solar farm to power the new sewer plant. MCSD just finished
installing all new, LED street lights and is continuing to swap
out the old water meters for state-of-the-art, digital, radio-
read meters. Recently, the exciting possibility of acquiring
a community forest came to the District’s attention. MCSD
is overseeing the conversion of the Mad River percolation
ponds to off-stream habitat for Coho salmon. MCSD'’s public
parks are pesticide free and the District continues to work on
an Integrated Pest Management Plan. The hay grown on the
Fischer Ranch has been certified organic. And how about
the new, pickle ball drop in! There is much to be proud of
and | hope you are pleased with MCSD’s efforts. None of this
happens without your support. As the president of the MCSD
Board of Directors and on behalf of the MCSD Staff, we thank
you for the work.

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Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade

The District held a Groundbreaking Ceremony on January 19,
2016 for the Wastewater Management Facility Upgrade project,
. just after the pre-construction meeting with District Staff, Engineers
¥ and Project Managers. The project went out to bid on August
. 25, 2015 with bids due on October 22, 2015. The contract for the
~ Wastewater Management Facility Improvements was awarded
e to the lowest bidder, Auburn Constructors, Inc. at the December
R 9. 2015 Special Board Meeting. Auburn Constructors, Inc.’s bid
b amount is $12,327,300.00. The preliminary design cost estimate
indicated the bid price to be approximately $13.2 million.

Submittals have been roling in from the confractors as they
prepare to start construction. Site work should begin either late
February or early March.

d In January 2012 the District completed a 20 Year Wastewater
: Facilities Plan. The Plan identifies a series of upgrades to the
Above: General Manager, Gregory Orsini gives a speech at the District’s existing wastewater treatment plant including portions of
Groundbreaking Ceremony the effluent disposal system. The improvements will address the
needs for the facility through the year 2030. The Plan recommends replacing the existing facultative lagoon system with an in-basin
extended aeration system.

The Wastewater Management Facility improvements include a new headworks facility; aeration basins; a blower/electrical/
maintenance building; two new secondary clarifiers, including return activated sludge/waste activated sludge (RAS/WAS) pumping;
and a biosolids storage basin.

A fime-lapse camera was installed at the plant. It will take snapshots daily to chronicle the progress of construction. Following
completion of the new upgrade, a video will be made from the snapshots. For more information on this project please
visit: http://mckinleyvillecsd.com/wastewater-management-facility.

Inflow & Infiltration

Two things to think about as we experience this wet weather as it pertains to the sewer collection system and the tfreatment process
are Inflow and Infiltration. Infiltration is groundwater that gets into the sewer from leaks in pipes and manholes. Inflow is a different
subject. Inflow is when unauthorized storm water is being diverted into the sewer collection system, such as pulled cleanout and
rain gutters tied into the sewer laterals etc. District staff inspects manholes during the winter when flows are high. They are looking
for leaks in manhole walls and flow discrepancies in the channels. Infiliration is repaired by District staff fo eliminate extra costs in
treating and pumping.

In 2012, during our last wet winter, staff discovered and stopped approximately 207,000 gallons per day of water from infiltrating
our collection system. Granted this amount of flow is only present when rains are at their heaviest and ground water levels are very
high. We have used some known values and conservative estimations to put a dollar value on this operation. According to the

FY 2013/14 audit; collecting, transferring, treating and discharging 193 gallons of water cost MCSD’s rate payers $1.00. If 207,000
gallons per day of infiliration were present for 90 days per year we are saving at least $20,000 per year.

District staff also inspects for illegal discharge into the collection system (inflow). As rate payers, there are some things you can do
to help: First, verify that your gutters are not tied into your sewer laterals. Second, verify your cleanouts are capped or plugged
properly to avoid water from entering your lateral. Last but not least, if you notice that you or your neighbor’s yard is impacted with
a lot of rain water but it quickly drains, this could mean there is a cleanout without a cap or there is a broken lateral. Please inform
the District of these findings. Rain water belongs in the storm drain and not in the sewer collection system.

District staff installs low monitoring devices in manholes where flow is abnormally high to pinpoint the area or house that the inflow
is generated from. Smoke testing is also done to find these problem spots. With your help we could minimize the unnecessary
pumping and treatment of rain water. As you can see by the previous example, every bit of water adds up, which burdens the
rate payers of McKinleyville C.S.D.

Both organizations are committed to making sure young people in this community have access
to a safe and dynamic place to socialize with their peers. Both organizations strive to provide a variety
of activities and experiences aimed at helping our youth succeed in becoming productive and
engaged citizens. In the last six months the partnership has been working diligently to draft a business
plan and Memorandum of Understanding to guide the long term sustainability of the partnership.

As you may or may not know the construction of the facility is funded through local ballot Measure B,
but the furnishings, equipment and supplies for programs and activities must be funded through grants,
donations and community support. The MCSD Parks & Recreation Department has a fundraising goal
of $110,000 to furnish and equip the interior of the facility which includes the commercial kitchen,
the classrooms/multipurpose room, the lounge/games area, the music room and recording studio.
Currently $42,000 has been raised towards that goal. You can help raise the funds needed by making
